Angel Food Ministries
provides food, faith

They gather at West Millen
Baptist Church at 5 am. one
Saturday morning every month,
full of conversation and gulp-
ing cupsof hot coffee. They may
not beyour typical “angels’, but
to those they serve, their halos
shine brightly just the same.
They are the workers with the
local Angel Food Ministries.

Angel Food Ministries is a
non-profit, non-denominational
organization dedicated to pro-
viding grocery relief and finan-
cial support to communities
throughout the United States as
the good newsof Christisspread
through salvation tracts placed
in each food order. The pro-
gram began in 1994 with 34
families in Monroe, Georgia
and has since grown to serve
hundreds of thousands of fami-
liesin 32 states. Thelocal min-
istry began as amission project
of the ladies Lydia group of
West Millen Baptist Church in
2004.

“l learned about it from a
church in Metter that was do-
ing Angel Food Ministries. | got
to thinking that so many of our
senior citizens make the choice
every month between buying
food for nourishment and get-
ting the medicationsto survive.
There are also young families
who have small childrenand are
living on limited incomes,” said
Tammy Brannen who spear-
headsthe West Millen ministry.

“1 was skeptical at first, so |
ordered a box for myself, and
the food was good quality. God

laidit on my heart that thismin-
istry could be beneficial to
Jenkins County aswell as other
surrounding counties. Our
county is one of the poorest in
the southeast,” she added.

The initial order of Angel
Food boxes by West Millen
numbered only 10. It has now
grown to 50-100 monthly with
five additional churches from
Twin City, Kiteand Portal pick-
ing up their boxes from West
Millen's central location. The
boxes are delivered to the
church from the organization’s
160,000 square feet warehouse
in Monroe.

“l am committed to fulfill-
ing this commission because |
truly believethat God hasaplan
for West Millen Baptist Church
through the Angel Food Minis-
tries. My goal isfor our church
members to buy a box and find
afamily in need to give it to,”
Brannen said.

She also admits that there
have been times of discourage-
ment.

“There have been several
months when | contemplated
stopping the ministry, but there
are two little senior ladies that
| deliver to every month aswell
asafamily who livesamost in
Portal. Every time | deliver
their food boxes, they express
to me how wonderful it is that
West Millen hasthe Angel Food
Ministriesand how muchitisa
blessing for them. It is truly
amazing what God will do with
your life if you just have faith
and put yourself in His hands,”
she said.

Angel Food grocery boxesare
availablefor $25 per unit. Each
month’s menu is different and
consists of both fresh and fro-
zen items with an average re-
tail value of approximately $50.
One unit of food will generally
assist in feeding a family of
four for one week, or asingle
senior citizen for almost a
month. Therearenoincomere-
strictions, and partici pants may
purchase as many boxes as de-
sired.

Participation in the program
benefits churchesin many ways.
It gives church members hands-
on experience and training with
serviceto others, providesfood
for those that need it, gives
churches an effective out-reach
to the community and Angel
Food Ministries makes a dona-
tion to community outreach
funds.

“It is both a bargain and a
blessing. | challenge everyone
to step out on faith and get in-
volved,” invites Brannen.

Will voters
say yes to
SPLOST?

Residents to decide
on 1 cent sales tax

When does 1-cent amount to $2.5 million? When it becomes a
Specia Purpose Loca Option Sales Tax (SPLOST).

TheJenkinsCounty Commissionersand Millen City Council agreed
during ajoint meeting Tuesday, Oct. 9, to ask local votersto renew
the present SPLOST which was initiated in 2004. The current tax
will expire March 2008, dmost ayear earlier than anticipated, due
to the fact that the $2.5 million approved for collection will have
been reached. The 2004 referendum approved by voters does not
alow for over-callection of SPLOST funds.

The county, however, plansto ask for awaiver, asdlowed by law,
to continue the tax for three additional months so that there will not
bealgpsein collection of thetax, pending voter gpprova of the new
SPLOST.

The new SPLOST referendum is expected to appear on the Feb.
5, 2008 Presidential Preference Bdlot and, if approved, will be
enacted for a 6-year period. The total anticipated income is pre-
dicted to be approximately $6 million with the county receiving 65
percent and the city 35 percent. The revenue will be used to fund
capitd improvement projects. Those projects will be listed in the
referendum.

Both county and city officialsnoted theimportance of the SPLOST
revenue to their efforts to prepare for future industry that may be
recruited for Jenkins County. Mayor King Rocker commented that
thecity plansto construct anew water well in order to meet any new
industrial needs, and the commissioners noted their plansto provide
road construction at the industrial parks.

“We are actively recruiting industry everyday, and we have got to
be ready to serve them,” said Mayor Rocker.

It was aso noted that SPLOST revenues fund many capita im-
provement projects for both the county and city.

The two groups agreed to enter an Intergovernmental Agreement
outlining specific provisions of the SPLOST referendum with the
request for the election to be presented to the state by Nov. 1.
